Old Business:
A.  Follow up:  "Regional licensing options."

1.  MM: Contact six county commissioners with identifying issue, offering 
to provide regional licensing options.  No response from any county 
commissioners.

SEMTAC 
with background and info for CCI.
Background:
“…no person shall provide ambulance service publicly or privately in this state unless that person holds a valid license to do so issued by the board of county commissioners of the county in which the ambulance services is based…”

Additionally, CRS 25-3.5-308 (1) states;

“The board shall adopt rules establishing the minimum requirements for ground ambulance service licensing…..”

 “…no person or agency, private or public, shall transport a patient from any point within Colorado in an ambulance, to any point within or outside Colorado unless that person or agency holds a valid license and permits issued by the county where the services is based AND (emphasis added) by the county where the patient originates, except as provided in subsection 3.2 of these rules.”

“Counties may enter into reciprocal licensing and permitting agreements with other counties and neighboring states.”

Based on the language in statute and as further clarified in rule, ambulance services licensed in one county would not be authorized to transport patients from a county in which they are not licensed or otherwise authorized by reciprocal licensing and permitting agreements.  In your note, you referenced being requested by a facility as part of the scenario.  Facilities are not authorized under current statute or rule to circumvent these standards as identified in statute/rule nor any additional ambulance licensing requirements that might be authorized by a board of county commissioners.

This particular issue has been addressed in a variety of ways by various counties.  In the Denver-Metro area, the counties have developed a multi-county ambulance licensing system whereby services serving the many communities are licensed through a single process and each county has established reciprocity through that process.  In other counties, the philosophy is one based on a more business-type model where the county clearly limits non-licensed services from picking up patients.  Yet in other counties, there seems to be little concern with services outside of the county picking up patients.

  

As applied to critical care ground ambulance services, the same application of law would seem to apply.  Services would be expected to be licensed/permitted either directly or through reciprocal agreement in any county where a patient transport originates.  We would suggest that the best approach would be for any ambulance provider to become familiar with the expectations and requirements in any county where transports might originate.  Understanding that the licensing of ambulance services is the exclusive responsibility of Colorado’s boards of county commissioners, this office has no direct jurisdiction and is limited to providing advice only as might be appropriate.  It is important to note that this information is provided solely as lay advice and the application of these issues rests with the counties.
