Update 09/14/11 – 12/14/11
I. SECRETAC Safe Communities/Safe Kids
Since the last council meeting in Sep. I have kept busy between our Occupant Protection Program and Safe Kids. 
 II.          SECRETAC Safe Communities/Safe Kids: Bike Helmet Program:
I was awarded the EMTS grant for $2500.00 with a 50% matching grant of $2500.00 to put together a strap and snap bicycle helmet program. We are still working on our matching funds. (I am currently looking for a school to participate in a Safe Routes to School program. Mini grant application and letter of support from the school is due by Dec. 21st 2011)
 III.          SECRETAC Safe Communities and The Children’s Hospital:
Has formed a Safe Kids Southeastern Colorado coalition, this coalition will work with the Safe Communities coalition. In moving forward with our coalition building we will be working on building individual county coalitions to meet the different needs of each county and then having representatives of each county coalition meet quarterly for updates.  
     IV.          SECRETAC Safe Communities and The Children’s Hospital are working together on a Pilot program with The Jungle Mobile. We housed the Jungle Mobile for 2 months (March & August) Arkansas Valley used it in March, Lamar  FD and La Junta FD used it in August. All 3 had very positive feedback and would be happy to use again. (I would like to look all 3 agencies to work with me on putting together a similar program that all materials can be stored in a box and stored in the CPS trailer)
     V.          SECRETAC Safe Communities/Safe Kids: Supplemental Funding
We will be submitting for different CDOT mini grants in 2012 once the information is released along with mini grants from Safe Kids. 

  VI.        SECRETAC Safe Communities/Safe Kids Car Seat Guidelines:

We still do not have guidelines in place yet. Please provide your feedback on the draft.
  VII. CDOT 405 Occupant Protection Grant FY11/12:

We have received the $65,000 occupant protection grant to CDOT for the upcoming year. (Year 3).  I will update you on all of CDOT’s requirements and focus after we meet with our new project manager Gina Guerrero the end of Sep. 

VIII. Safe Communities/Safe Kids data collection: UC Denver School of public health needs assessment will be a very valuable tool in planning out this year’s occupant protection programs. 
IX. Safe Communities/Safe Kids: Alive at 25 Scholarships: Only 10 of the 103 scholarships have been used. We have received a 1 year extension from Alive at 25 on our scholarships. If you know of a teen driver who deserves a scholarship to the Alive at 25 classes please let me know.

X. Safe Communities Safe Kids Child Passenger Safety Technician Updates: We currently have technicians in every county except Kiowa County. Baca County 1, Bent County 2, Crowley County 1, Kiowa County 0, Otero County 11, Prowers County 7. Our goal is 2 per county. If your agency would be interested in a Child Passenger Safety class please let me know and I will work with CDOT, The Children’s Hospital and CPS team Colorado to schedule another new technician class for the upcoming year. There will be a update class in Las Animas either in July or August so we can keep the technician’s certified. 
XI. Safe Communities/Safe Kids: Beta Testing a don’t drink and drive PSA at the La Junta Theater has been postponed until after the first of the year. ($300 mini grant from CDOT for PSA)

XII. Safe Communities/Safe Kids: Beta tested the International Walk to School Day program at Crowley County Elementary School on Oct. 5th we had 7 volunteers participate and help the children cross the street’s safely and great participation from the Principles, Teachers, and staff at the school. 

XIII. Safe Communities/Safe Kids: Beta tested the Safe Halloween program with Crowley County elementary along with Lamar HS (National Honor Society) Trick or Treat Street. Between the 2 locations we handed out over 800 Safe Halloween information flyers along with reflective zipper pulls and occupant protection information. 
XIIII. Safe Communities/Safe Kids: Also participated in the Child Find program in Springfield, along with the Resource nights for Head Start program in Lamar.
